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NAPLAN REPORT RESULTS
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Yesterday we received the first of our school’s final NAPLAN data reports. While NAPLAN testing is given

much focus in the media, it is only one assessment tool we use in making judgements about student per-

formance throughout the year. We also use this data to focus some of our areas for improvement in our

teaching. Our students continue to excel in many areas and we look forward to receiving our comparison

to the nation and state data shortly. We will receive individual student reports later in the year, which will

be sent home with students. Students are awarded a scale score in each of 5 testing areas. Their scale

score is then given a band score from 1 to 6 in Year 3 and from 3 to 8 in Year 5. While we like all of our

students to reach the expected National Minimum Standard (NMS) bands, our focus has been on increas-

ing the number of students achieving in the Top 2 bands in each learning area. Our Year 3 students have

absolutely smashed this data with sensational results in all 5 strands. Our Year 5s have also excelled in 3 of

their testing areas with work to be done in both numeracy and writing. We would like to take this oppor-

tunity to congratulate all of our students on their fantastic efforts this year, their teachers for their time,

effort and enthusiasm in continuing to encourage and support student learning and to you our parents

and carers for supporting student learning both at home and at school.

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Ready Reading
Dear Parents and Carers,

Would you like to gain some more knowledge and skills about
how to support your child’s reading? Queensland Ready Reading
is an initiative of the Queensland Government that aims to im-
prove literacy skills across the State. The Department of Educa-
tion is partnering with Volunteering Queensland to recruit and
train up to 3000 volunteers to support children’s reading.

An opportunity to attend Ready Reading training at Mossman
State School has been organised. We invite our parents and our
current volunteers to attend. For parents, there is no obligation
to commit to volunteering, but we encourage you to come and
learn strategies to support your own child with their reading at
home. If you do wish to volunteer in our school, we would wel-
come your involvement.

The training involves attending two modules of two hours each.

Module 1 - Learning to read
1 how and why reading is taught in particular ways
il essential components for learning to read: pho-
nemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary, fluency
and text comprehension
il building a bank of strategies to support reading
and knowing when and how to use them
il sight words and high-frequency words and how
they are used when learning to read.
Module 2 — Supporting readers
il overview of the stages of reading and the behav-
iours typically displayed during these stages

il how to support readers before, during and after
reading

i how to use pause, prompt, praise strategy

il using prompts for reading such as sounding out,

reading on, chunking, re-reading and using pic-
tures and visual cues
how to give effective feedback.

il You will have opportunities to see strategies
modelled, and to practise these in pairs and re-
ceive feedback so that you feel confident to sup-
port a child’s reading to become a more confi-
dent and independent reader.

There is no cost for this training, and support materials will be
provided by the Department of Education.
